Midway, near Digby which is perfect 
for trout fishing and swimming. 
 
In summer, the 
weather is very 
warm, deer some-
times graze on the 
lawn at dawn and 
crickets sing in the 
sun. Humming-
birds, American 

finches and 
blue jays 
feed from 
the bird 
feeders in 
the garden 
while tur-
key vul-
tures and if 

you are lucky, bald eagles ride the ther-
mals overhead.   
 
At dusk, watch the bats hunt and once 
night has closed in,  sit on the deck and 
hear coyotes calling to each other across 
the lake. At times, the lack of silence is 
so unexpected, filled as it is with na-
ture's own symphony. Waterfowl take 
off and land in the lake, giving a glori-

ous specta-
cle as they 
make the 
most of its 
plentiful 
food supply. 
 
10 minutes 
from the 
cottage, 

Sandy Cove awaits you, but take your 
own hamper and park beside the flower-
ing verges, because commercialism has 
not yet reached these parts.      
 
Nova Scotia is a wild and friendly place 
which can be enjoyed from the comfort 
of our 100 year old well equipped and 
cosy country cottage.
